As an oboist
and vocalist, Myles-Amir has appeared on Detroit Performs and has performed
with notable artists like Rev. Dr. John Paul McGee and Damien Sneed. At Yale,
he serves in various roles, addressing students' spiritual and practical needs.
Myles is a graduate of Interlochen Arts Academy and Vanderbilt University.
